Note The mounting bracket can be adjusted only in the
direction of the adjustment spline. Make a decision if the

precision of the width or the height of the door hole is most

important.

Drill the mounting holes (E), (F), (G), and (H) as shown
in the illustration. If the precision of the width is most
important, make the distances (I) 150 mm and (J) 115
mm. If the precision of the height is most important,
make the distances (I) 115 mm and (J) 150 mm.

Attach mounting bracket (K) in the mounting hole (E)
with an anchoring bolt through the adjustment spline.
Loosely tighten the anchoring bolt.

Note If the precision of the width is most important,
make sure that the adjustment spline is in a horizontal
position. If the precision of the height is most
important, make sure that the adjustment spline is in a
vertical position.

Make sure that the clamps of the mounting bracket are
in the position for door sawing as shown in 7o aftach
the clamps on page 3.
